Tournament Rules
1. All other items not covered will be as normal Rules of the Dorset Mini Soccer League.

2. Number of players
All matches will be in the form of 7 v 7 – one player shall be the Goalkeeper. A squad of 12 may be used for the competition.

3. Playing Equipment
Players must wear shin guards and goalkeepers must wear a distinguishing playing strip.
Shin guards must be covered entirely by the socks.

4. Referee
The decisions of the referee regarding facts connected with play are final. The referee may only change a decision on realising that it is incorrect or, at his/her discretion provided that play has not restarted.

5. Duration of game
The length of the games will be set on the day to suit the length of the competition.

6. Methods of scoring
Each team will play each other once (a competition format will be handed out on arrival). Three points shall be awarded for a win and one point for a draw. The winning team shall be the team with the most points, in the event of two teams having the same number of points goals scored shall count, then goal difference and if still a tie the winner shall be determined by three kicks from the penalty mark.

7. Substitutes
Any number of substitutes, without being named, may be used at any time with the permission of the referee or game leader. Entry into the field of play will only be allowed during a stoppage in play. A player who has been replaced may return to the playing area as a substitute for another player.
