· Where a variety of footwear is worn the staff member or coach to determine if the lesson can proceed as planned or how the activity needs to be adapted to enable maximum participation safely.

	Injury – Muscle injuries, Cuts/Abrasions, Ligament damage, Joint dislocation, Concussion
	Pupils / Staff
	· Provide appropriate instruction in rules and safety procedures before the start of the lesson

· Ensure activities are appropriate to the age and ability of the group

· Ensure appropriate warm-up and cool

down exercises are carried out

	Extreme weather conditions e.g. high winds, rain, cold 
Direct sunlight, high temperatures / Sunburn, sunstroke, dehydration

	· Teacher / coach to use professional judgement to assess if the weather conditions are appropriate for activity to commence / continue.

· Students reminded to take their water bottles to the area and to use sun protection -refer to school policy 

· Regular breaks to be taken from activity 

· Pupils not participating to wait in shaded areas 

· Staff to wear appropriate clothing, use sun protection and increase fluid intake
